Primary School Admissions 2024-25  
Primary, infant and junior school admissions for 2024 are now open. Parents and carers with a 
child who was born between 1st September 2019 and 31st August 2020 (or a child leaving Year 2 
of an infant school in July 2024) will have until 15th January 2024 to apply for their child’s 2024 
school place.
