Maths

begin to investigate the composition of 3 

and 4. For example seeing that 3 can be 

composed of 2 and 1.  

 

Expressive Arts & Design

for the story ‘The Little Red Hen’. 

 

Understanding of the World 

 

This week we will be talking about 

some of the changes that occur to 

living things during autumn. In our 

woodland session we will be 

looking for signs of autumn using 

our senses. We will also be finding 

out about harvest and what 

happens during harvest time. 

Literacy 

During our shared reading this week, we will 
read ‘The Little Red Hen’ and we will focus 
on retelling the story. We will also enjoy a 
range of stories from different cultures and 
compare the similarities and differences 
between them. As you read your child’s 
library book to them, please encourage them 
to find any graphemes that we have learnt 
thus far (you will find them in the Word and 
Sound Book.) You can also challenge your 
child to select some words from their library 
book and clap and count the syllables in the 
word.
